ON BEHALF OF THE UNIVERSITY OF MUMBAI 

1 The Annual Examination will be conducted as per the rules laid down by the University. 

2. A student must obtain a minimum of 40% of full marks in each subject to pass the examination. 

3. Student failing in heads of passing carrying not more then 200 marks shall be allowed to keep terms (ATKT) for the 

next higher class. Student who fails to get benefit of A.T.K.T. or fail to pass the examination as per the rules will have 

to appear for the entire examination or for the papers in which they have failed. 

ATTENDANCE AT THE TERM END TEST IS COMPULSORY FOR 

ALL F.Y. / S.Y. 

Exemption from appearing at the End Test can be considered in the following cases: 

l) Participation of the student in sports, Games. Cultural activities. N.C.C. & N.S.S. conducted by recognised bodies, 

competent authorities or a student who is officially sponsored by College / University / Government. Prior Consent 

of the Principal, in writing must be obtained in order to be eligible for such exemption. For such cases the principal 

of the College concerned must obtain the approval of the University before premitting the students to appear for the 

annual examination of the same academic year.

For granting the terms in each subject minimum attendance of 75% of the theory lectures, practical & tutorials 

(Wherever prescribed) separately will be required out of the total number of lectures | practical / tutorials missed by 
them as a result of their (participation in N.C.C.1N.S.S.1A.C, E.E. Camps, Inter-college, Inter-University, State, National 

and Inter-national tournaments / Competitions and coaching camps / training session organized in preparation of these 

tournaments / Competitions. This credit should be allowed on the basis of production of certificate of participation in 
such authorized activity from the concerned organizers. 
0.120 : When, on account of bonafide litter, or any other reason deemed sufficient by the principal the total attendance 

of a student of an affiliated college in any one term fall short of the minimum number of days lectures / practical / 

tutorials required by ordinance 119 by not more then 25% if days lectures / practical / tutorials it shall be competent to 

the Principal of the college to permit a candidate in such a caste to add any together the attendances kept by him/her in 

two consecutive terms in any one class provided that the total of the attendance kept in the two terms so counted 

together amounts to the total required for minimum attendance of two terms under ordinance 119.d provided 

nevertheless that where the deficiency exceed 25% of the days of lectures / practical / tutorials in one term or is such 
that the attendance kept in two terms taken fall short prescribed by ordinance 119 it shall be competent to the 

Management Council to condone the deficiency.

Examination -Absence on medical or non-medical grounds should be supported by medical certificate in case of 

illness or by satisfactory evidence if it is on non-medical grounds. The medical must be informed about leave of 
absence within one week of such absence. A student whose attendance is consistently unsatisfactory is liable for 

disciplinary action. Further he/she will not be permitted to appear for the annual examination and terms may not be 

granted. Rules and regulations regarding attendance cannot be waived or relaxed in case of employed students.
